15 January 2022 Friedman statistics, logistic regression and cluster analysis in SPSS software environment, the

data were analyzed. The results of Friedman test illustrate that rural tourism in different physical,
economic, social and cultural fields have a significant difference up to 99% confidence level. The
results of logistic regression by using the forward selection method also illustrate that the
variables of income and expenditure of rural households up to 99% confidence in the regression
equation were examined and Wald Statistics represent the meaningful level of the variables in the
regression equation. According to the results of the hierarchical cluster analysis test, the villages
of the first cluster (Garmabdar, Zayegan, Lalan and Ab Nik villages) and the village of the second
cluster (Ruteh) have the highest rank in the field of development of second homes tourism,
respectively. The villages of the third cluster (Fard Abad and Sang Bon) and the fourth cluster
(Labark), although they have many tourist attractions, they have a lower level of development in
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Shemiranat Township. comparison to the villages of the first and second clusters.

Johnston (1988) believes that households living
elsewhere buy or rent these homes. Such homes are
usually located in rural areas and are used for
recreational purposes and are also called weekend
homes and holiday homes.

Second home is a property that is bought or rented
for a period of time as a temporary residence for
people who normally live elsewhere and has the
following four characteristics:

1. Introduction

Today, one of the patterns of tourism in the country is
second homes tourism, which is often common in
mountainous and temperate regions. The second
homes are mostly located in spectacular areas,
recreational places and on the outskirts of large and
medium-sized cities. Due to rural tourism is a reliable
source of income in many countries and has an
increasing impact on improving the economic and
physical situation of rural households, the current
study attempts to investigate the consequences of
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- A private home that family and guests often use on
weekends and holidays.

- A private home that is alternately used as holiday
homes.

- It is often purchased for retirement period, but is
also used as a commercial property.

- Used as holiday homes and commercially as an

investment and usually by an agency (Hoogendoom et
al., 128: 2005)

The second homes are part of the tourism industry,
which aims to use and introduce natural, cultural,
historical and other resources in the region to
tourists in order to create opportunities for tourism
development, which in itself creates business in
rural areas. (Paresishvili, 2017: 345). It can also be
acknowledged that second homes can be considered
as a potential product which elevate the level of
society and put the country in the tourism industry
(Fitri et al, 2015: 1186).

In this regard, sustainable tourism emerged as the
only solution to save nature and human beings.
From this perspective, the paradigm of sustainable
tourism examines tourism across borders and
establishes a triangular relationship with the tourism
industry between the host community and its
territory on the one hand and the guest community,
which is tourists on the other hand and aims to
adjust the pressure and crisis between the three sides
of the triangle and establish a balance between them
for a long time (Ahmadi et al., 2016: 6).

2. Research Methodology

This study is applied research in terms of purpose
and analytical-descriptive method based on field
studies and reviewing the background of applied
research. The measured instruments are a
researcher-made questionnaire and an organized
interview based on the background of previous
research and the theoretical foundations and
concepts obtained from the studies. The statistical
population of the present study is rural households

living in the studied eight villages and the tourists.

The reliability of the research tool was obtained by
using Cronbach's alpha coefficient for the
components of the study equals to 83/0. The sample
size was obtained using Cochran's formula of 310
people. The number of samples was selected
randomly / systematically in which components are
analyzed after examination by using Spss software
and Friedman mean comparison test, logistic
regression with stepwise method and hierarchical
cluster analysis method. In addition, Arcgis software
was used to prepare and adjust the map.

3. Scope of the Study

Shemiranat County is one of the counties of Tehran
Province which is considered as an excellent
tourism region of Iran consists of two parts:
Lavasanat and Rudbar-e Qasran. According to the
census of 2016, Rudbar-e Qasran District has a
population of 17419. The region of Qasran Bastani
includes the areas of Oushan, Fasham, Darbandsar,
Gajereh and the villages at foothill of Tochal to the
western areas of Jajrud River. Contrary to many
peoples’ beliefs, the language of the people of
Rudbar-e Qasran District in most neighborhoods,
especially Meygun, Shahrestanak, Lalan, Zayegan,
Ruteh, Garmabdar, Shemshak and Darbandsar is
Mazandarani.

4. Results and Discussion

The results of Friedman test demonstrate that rural
tourism have a significant difference up to 99%
confidence level in different physical, economic,
social and cultural fields; so that economic, physical
and social components have the highest values,
respectively and in contrast, the environmental item
has the lowest average rank.

The results of logistic regression with the forward
selection method also illustrate that the variables of
income and expenditure of rural households were
calculated up to 99% confidence in the regression
equation and Wald test shows the level of
significance of the variables in the regression
equation. The results illustrate that the variables of
income and expenditure of rural households entered
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the regression equation with chi-square coefficient
of 201/903 and a significance level of P = 0.000. In
other words, the studied variables were examined
up to 99% confidence level in the regression
equation. Also, 2 log likelihood, which is used to
goodness of fit, indicates that up to 99% confidence
level of tourism were effective in income and
expenditure of rural households in the study area.

Based on the results of the hierarchical cluster
analysis test (compression type), since in the
implementation of the clustering order, the villages
were asked to be classified into four clusters, the
studied villages were classified into four categories
based on the rate of tourism development. The first
cluster villages (Zayegan, Lalan and Garmabdar and
Ab Nik) and the second cluster villages (Ruteh)
have the highest capacity for tourism development,
respectively. The villages of the third cluster (Sang
Bon and Fard Abad) and the villages of the fourth
cluster (Labark), although they have tourist
attractions, they have a lower capacity for tourism
development in comparison to the villages of the
first and second clusters. Based on this, it can be
concluded that several villages in the study area, in
spite of their beauty and suitable scenes, have
different conditions based on capacity indicators.
