1. Introduction

Nowadays, one of the important issues of the
development of any society is to pay attention to
leisure time and how to spend it. Leisure activities in
different countries and societies differ in different
ways due to differences in values, economic, political
and cultural systems. What affects the social and
economic situation of the target communities of this
kind of leisure time is the way of doing and spending

leisure time which is not legal; Betting and gambling
can be mentioned among them. The desire to bet and
participate in this activity for them shows excitement,
entertainment and creating a dream of wealth and
economic prosperity. But excessive repetition of
gambling causes many problems in free time and
affects the entire life of a person. Gambling causes
damages such as financial problems and debts,
bankruptcy, reduced work performance, stress,
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physical health, crime, family disputes, etc.
Therefore, it is necessary to investigate and analyze
the economic consequences of gambling on the
economic conditions of rural households, and the
purpose of this study is to investigate the effects of
gambling on the economic conditions of rural
households, as well as the difference in the economic
effects of gambling between involved and non-
involved households.

2. Methods and Materoal

The current research is applied in terms of purpose
and its method is descriptive-analytical. Theoretical
studies using the library method, field data were also
collected through a Likert scale questionnaire and
observation and interview with rural households. The
statistical population is the rural households of
Belesbeneh rural district (N=5819), 362 rural
households were selected using Cochran's formula,
and finally, 180 people for the community involved
in illegal leisure time and 182 people in the non-
involved community completed the questionnaires.
have formed Statistical methods (descriptive-
analytical) were used to answer the research question
and analyze the data. In order to compare the
economic indicators in two groups of involved and
non-involved households, the independent t-test was
used using SPSS software and to investigate and
identify the most important effects of gambling on
the economic conditions of rural households and to
provide a structural model of the research from
structural equation modeling. SEM) and Amos
Graphics software were used. The validity of the
questionnaire was measured using content validity
and was approved by ten professors in the fields of
social sciences, economics and geography. In order
to measure reliability, a preliminary sample of 40
pre-test questionnaires was taken and the confidence
coefficient was calculated using Cronbach's alpha
method.

3. Resultss and Discussion

Independent t-test was used to compare and compare
the average effects of economic indicators between
households involved and not involved in Warzajang.
The results of this test showed that among the
indicators of the random wealth component, the
index of improper distribution of money has the
highest average for both involved and non-involved

communities. For the component of lack of financial
resources, the index of financial helplessness with an
average of 3.16 has obtained the highest statistics in
the involved household, while the debt index with an
average of 2.64 has obtained the highest statistics in
the non-involved household. Also, structural
equation model was used to investigate the most
important economic indicators of gambling affecting
the economic conditions of rural households. The
results of this model showed that both components of
random wealth and lack of financial resources as well
as all five indicators of these components are able to
explain the economic consequences of gambling on
the economic conditions of rural households. In this
model, the component of random wealth with an
impact factor of 0.83 has a higher factor load than the
component of lack of financial resources.

The results of the t-test showed that the highest
averages related to debt indicators with an average of
2.87, financial helplessness index with an average of
3.16 and unusual distribution of money with an
average of 3.10 and the lowest average for the
financial instability index with The average is 2.07.
This statistic shows the existence of debt and
financial helplessness in involved and non-involved
households in the region. The existence of debt and
financial helplessness can exist in different ways in
involved and non-involved households, but they are
different from each other in terms of nature. Also, the
results of structural equation modeling showed that
among the two random wealth indicators affected by
gambling, the financial instability index plays an
important role in explaining the random wealth
variable compared to the other index. As the test
results showed, the financial instability index has a
different effect than The abnormal distribution index
of money has been used as a random wealth
component index. Therefore, it can be said that the
effect of gambling on random wealth indicators is
different and it has more indirect effect on financial
instability index.

Among the indices of the lack of financial resources,
the index of financial helplessness has a higher and
different effectiveness with a coefficient of 0.76. If
the test results and structural equation model show
that gambling and betting have had different
economic effects on rural households and gambling
directly leads to obtaining random wealth and lack of
financial resources.
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4. Conclusion

In line with the explanation and the results obtained
from the conducted tests, it is evident that debts,
financial helplessness, financial problems, i.e. lack of
financial resources and random wealth in betting and
illegal leisure activities are usually among the
problems faced by the gambler. because the first step
in any betting after the gambler's decision to perform
the work is the amount of money or any other
valuable object that can implement the betting action.
The economic situation and characteristics of illegal
leisure activities include indicators Improper
distribution of money, financial loss, financial
helplessness, financial problems and debt. All these
